KERALA TALES - Global Warming - Kochi  by Ray Peacock 
 

I’ll seize the opportunity, I thought, to leave the group for a while and wander solitary 

in the evening air beside the sea. To gaze at the ocean, to muse and ponder, to count my 

copious blessings, in this instant and in my life. 
 

Many tourists come to Kochi but few are here now. There are a few identikit, gap year, 

travellers, like the four girls we had seen in Kashi cafe (real coffee and chocolate cake 

irresistible to those whose daily lives cannot function properly without such 

accoutrements), dressed the same in swirling skirts, bangles and boleros, like identical 

costumed dolls in a colouring book where the child has only been given brown and 

orange pencils to do the job. Or the dreadlocked European boy, regulation dress of 

khaki shorts waistcoat and no shoes who we saw coming out of the best hotel in Kochi.  

Tough travelling. 
 

I bought hot chai from a roadside stall and then began my idle perambulations  along 

the crumbling promenade, between the Chinese fishing nets in the sea on one side and 

the old, crumbling fort, a recreated relic of former colonial trading days, on the other.  

The sea lapped at the granite rocks beside the promenade. A man with his young son 

engaged me in conversation as I idled along. He was a fisherman. He owned one of the 

Chinese nets, just as his father and grandfather had done. He spoke English to me but 

he also spoke Tamil, Malayalam and Hindi. He is learning French. He reads two 

newspapers every day, one in English, the other in Hindi 
 

He told me that until 1996-7 he had played football all along the beach. Now there is 

no beach and the promenade is crumbling into the sea. “Global warming – the melting 

of Antarctica”, he told me. 
 

Tourists come from all over to this place – from Delhi, Bombay, Calcutta and, of 

course, from Europe. He doesn’t mind the tourists, he told me but maybe he was just 

being polite. He doesn’t want to leave Kochi “God’s Own Country”, he told me. 
 

“In 1942 Mahatma Gandhi preached on the beach over there”, he told me. 
 

His wife is a teacher. She teaches Maths in a primary school. 
 

He reads two newspapers a day. He speaks four languages. He is a fisherman and 

content to be so. 
 

His son, who is six, will not be a fisherman. He will be an engineer and work in the 

Gulf States so that he can earn money to send home. His son will return to Kochi 

eventually. 
 

NASA projections of population displacement due to sea level rises of 4-5 metres 

estimate that 125 million people will be displaced in India alone. There will be 23 

million refugees by 2010 with a 1 metre rise.  Most of Kerala will be under water. 17 

million more people will become refugees from Bangla Desh. Each Indian child 

produces the equivalent of 1 ton of CO2 emissions each year; every American child 

produces the equivalent of 20 tons of CO2 each year. India is the fifth largest polluter in 

the world already and its economy is growing fast. 
 

4% of Indian CO2 emissions could be saved each year by converting to low energy 

light bulbs. One rickshaw driver has converted his rickshaw to run entirely on solar 

power. India recognises the need to act on Climate Change now.
